= The previous plan for the Showfield was approved a year ago, in February 2018

Since then...

= The planned second phase of footpath improvements has happened; and we now have a smooth & even route all the way around the Showfield

= We’ve been working with the committee that will bring parkrun to the Showfield; and FTC has met the setup costs for this already

= There’s been some new surfacing in the play area; and we’ve added some steps and ropes so people can get back to the top of the slide more easily
» Following the People’s Budget vote in March 2018, we’ve planted a community orchard for the town
= We’ve found a local volunteer to help us to look after the two community noticeboards on site

= We’ve planted lots more trees along the main paths - and in time these will create beautiful and important avenues

= Plus all of the day to day work, of course: grass cutting; emptying bins; play checks etc.

= Allin, that’s over £50,000 invested for the future of the Showfield
